Theory & Hazard Perception Test 

The test is carried out locally near Tombland in Norwich city centre, Norfolk. It 
is computer based and you will be required to answer a series of questions. It is 
designed to test both situational awareness, hazard perception and knowledge of 
the roads, Highway Code as well as key driving facts. It is made up of two parts. 

Starter Packs  
XL Driving Tuition assists you by offering starter packs to      
increase the chances of passing the Theory and Hazard          
Perception Test.

1. Multiple Choice - tests your understanding of the theory behind driving

If you pass one part and fail the other you'll fail the whole test, and you'll need 
to take both parts again. Once you have passed the theory test you can then   
apply to take your practical driving test.

You will be asked 50 random multiple-choice 
questions. You have to select the correct answer to the question by touching the 
screen. Some questions may require more than one answer.

 To pass this element of the test you need to get at least 43 right  

 You are shown a short video showing you the format of the test (plus practice on 
some sample video clips) 

 You take the view of the driver; when you see a potential hazard you click a button 
to indicate that you have identified a hazard  

 There are 15 hazards; each contains a hazard. One clip contains 2 hazards  

 All video clips start with a freeze frame of the scene & last approximately 1 minute 

 You score from 0 to 5 for each hazard depending on how early you identified the 
hazard 

 Maximum test score is 75 (15 hazards - max 5 for each clip) - pass rate 44 points
